This year BSA stocked the pond with trout for the PA State Trout Opening day. Many club members took
advantage of this event and we will be stocking the pond for the 2023 opener.

The 2022 Trout Rodeo was held. The youngsters that had a great time. Many fish and limits were caught at
the Rodeo. This is a free non-profit event offered by the club to the community and its members.

The 2022 Youth Shoot was cancelled due to the failure to have any volunteers to help.

The 2022 Youth Pheasant hunt was held on October 8. This was a great opportunity for young hunters to be
exposed to pheasant hunting, bag a couple pheasants and learn some new skills.

Last year the club constructed a pistol range to provide safer and more conducive facilities to shoot pistol.

This year has proven that the range is popular with the members. Please remember some simple requests:

Pick up all your spent cases, do not place any objects in the range to shoot other than a paper target on the
rubber backstop and do not shoot at the wood supports. Also, new calibers like the 5.7x28mm are prohibited
from the pistol range. This type of ammunition was the first of its kind, designed for the Personal Defense
Weapon (PDW), a new class of firearms that are neither rifles nor submachine guns nor pistols. We do not
think it is appropriate for our pistol range. It and those like it can be shot on the rifle range.

Other projects were the installation of additional security cameras on the premises and drainage culverts on the
driveway.

Tuesday night is work night and will resume in the Spring. The ranges are closed at this time and all members
are encouraged to help with the weekly maintenance to keep the BSA grounds in order.

On the renewal form or online you have the opportunity to pre-buy the Spring Go-Fishing and Gun tickets
held in 2023. Ticket sales provide over 40% of the club’s income. Tickets sales help to keep the membership
fees at the current level.
