Nathan was born 15 weeks prematurely on January 10, 2004.  He weighed less than 2 lbs. and was only 12 inches long at birth.  He spent 108 days at Community Hospital, located in Munster, Indiana, in the neonatal intensive care unit.  He was discharged in April 2004 with an oxygen tank and heart monitor.

Nathan’s family could not have done it without the support, dedication and compassion of all those involved with his recovery – the doctors, nurses, therapists, special programs and funded research.

Prematurity has increased at an alarming rate over the past two decades.  Premature births (defines as birth before 37 completed week's gestation) are costly and is the leading cause of death in the first month of life.

Every year, 543,000 babies - one out of eight - are born prematurely.  Babies who survive an early birth face serious lifelong health problems, including learning disabilities, cerebral palsy, blindness, hearing loss and other chronic conditions, including asthma.
