Brothers and Sisters,  
 

Today and the next two Sunday are a special Ɵme for the Church and a significant Ɵme for our catechumen 
and candidates and those around the world. This is the period in which they celebrate the ScruƟnies, three 
occasions during which they look deeply and honestly into their hearts and thoughts to learn their weak-
nesses and tendencies, so that their intenƟons may be purified and their resolve may be strengthened. It is 
also an opportunity for each of us to do the same. Today’s ScruƟny is being celebrated at the 10:15 Mass. 
Next week, the 4th Sunday of Lent, the ScruƟny will be celebrated at the 8:30 Mass and on April 3rd, the 5th 
Sunday of Lent, the ScruƟny will be celebrated again at 10:15. 

Slowly and deliberately, Jesus revealed himself to the people in the gospel stories that are specifically read for these 3 Masses 
only. Today at 10:15 we hear the story of Jesus and the Woman at the Well. Next week at the 8:30 Mass we will hear the story of 
the Man Born Blind and finally on April 3rd, again at the 10:15 Mass we hear the beauƟful story of the Raising of Lazarus. So if you 
can, please come and join these soon to be iniƟated members of our community and celebrate with them. 

Today’s readings for the rest of us, call us to prepare the soil of our hearts to receive the Lord so that we might bear the fruit of 
charity in the world. Gardening teaches us not only paƟence but also the unpredictability of growth. Well-established plants, 
much loved shrubs and tall trees may grow in established paƩerns but can be suddenly struck down by blight, disease or a storm. 
BeauƟfully colored plants brought from a garden center can be very root-bound and can find it difficult to live in the harsh world 
of rain and cold, oŌen failing to grow and flourish in the flower bed. The Ɵme of planƟng and the state of the soil and its dryness 
or moisture make a huge difference. Many Ɵmes, our hopes are disappointed. And someƟmes it is only in the second year that a 
plant becomes established. 

Most of Jesus’ teaching is to rural peoples in Galilee and Judea. This is the seƫng of many parables about growth and God’s care. 
It is the world of grapevines, mustard seeds, sowing and reaping grain, wheat, weeds, rain, wind, sun and birds of the air as well 
as “fig trees.” OŌen Jesus teaches about the work necessary for good harvests. The people he teaches understand the rhythms of 
nature but also that they cannot control the outcome: they are dependent upon God’s providence. All this helps us understand 
the Lenten message of preparaƟon, to put on the mind and heart of Christ. In the rich soil of the heart, Christ will help us bear 
fruit that will last. 

In today’s gospel Jesus uses the beauƟful image of a fig tree to illustrate the paƟence of God. The owner of the orchard is con-
cerned that the fig tree is not producing figs and wants to cut it down. His gardener who looks aŌer the orchard and knows about 
fig trees, asks him to be paƟent. He will feed the tree, tend it, and look aŌer it, and asks the owner for one more year to allow the 
tree to produce figs. He is wise. Here Jesus presents an image of God through the gardener. A God who is compassionate, paƟent 
and merciful. We, like the gardener are called to prepare the soil of our hearts to receive the Lord so that we might bear the fruits 
of compassion, mercy, charity and love in the world.
