Missionaries in Kosova and the reasons why Muslims convert

‘’ Lets take Muslim kids and bring them to our places, so we can feed them with our culture, and then take them back to their place’’ (Nikson) 1

The reasons of a few Muslims that converted their faith 

After the war the economic situation was destroyed and got rapidly worse.   After the war we all know that lot of Christian missionaries came to Kosova. This is a fate that every place experiences after a war. That is what happened in Albania after the fall of Communism, the same in Bosnia, Rwanda and many other places in the world.

There is no doubt that high poverty makes you fail to believe anymore. Human beings should always seek for the provision (rizkun) that Allah has appointed for him. 

To justify the bitter reality that is happening in Kosova, in this report, I will tell you a story of a family that coverted to Christianity: this case happened in the village of Dobreve of Fushe Kosove - how a Muslim family after an incident where their daughter hurt her head and as a result had to have an operation.  Afterwards, the family did not have the means to find help for their daughter so they asked many Muslim organisations but they couldn’t find any support.  The thing that makes you feel bad is that the family had to seek help from churches and the church helped this family but the results were horrible, the family converted to Christianity!

I do not doubt at all that there will be a few conditions when you take something from Christians or other religious believers and I think that this girl’s father was tired of asking and when he found out that no Muslims answered his requests he was desperate to receive financial help and was obliged to convert -  that’s why, economic crises forced many families to convert and for other different reasons eg gaining scholarships or residential allowance, jobs outside the country, etc.

I am very sure there are cases in other towns in Kosova eg like building the houses burned during the war, orphans, poor, so, here we are facing a great danger that our brothers and sisters in Kosova. 

Let us stop to consider the case mentioned above. Why can Kosovars not help in these cases? Or simply, they don’t want to hear about such things. We all know that in Kosova there are a lot of rich people, but the fault falls back to us, yes, to us the leaders, Islam leaders, imams that do not work that much for this issue, from us it is requested to draw them to Islam, that strong people in this case will no doubt bring help and prosperity for the religion of Allah. 

Didn’t the Mohamed pray that Omer accept Islam? He was a man that everybody feared. Among the friends of Mohamed there were a lot of rich people that helped the religion of Allah continuously. Somebody may say is this the purpose of Islam to gain people and then earn from them? No, it is not like that, but Allah had asked of us a calling  - it is not for only those that go to the mosque because they have already understood the religion and we shouldn’t be afraid of their Islam. With this I want to say that the calling (dawetit) frames/borders should be wider - shouldn’t be limited just to the mosque. It shouldn’t stop only with Friday preaching but work just as Christian missionaries work day and night. Not to justify ourselves that their funding is better than ours while we do not have even bread.  In Kosova many funds were released but very quickly they were misused and as you will see in this report, today in our country you can count the Muslim organisations with your fingers. Later we will mention the number of Christian organisations and those Protestants.

Is there a danger for kosovars from Christian protestant organisations in Kosova?

I have heard a lot of kosovar brother believers, saying that from these organisations is no danger, they support their thoughts by saying that they are very few in number and they do not have a lot of followers. But for me as an investigator for this essay, I can say that the danger is great, I say this based on the facts that a lot of these organisations teach kosovar kids, they feed them with different ideas and fiction. Who can find this out when their parents do not have good knowledge of Islam or other religions or simply saying they know nothing.  By seeing their kids learning English in their courses, learn how to work with computers, are part of competitions and excursions, they are proud of that, so, missionaries, dear reader and benevolent of knowledge, they do not think the same as us. It is true that there is nothing true from what they have spoken, but, as always with their professional methods, the manner of working with people, their non stop work and activities, they brought our Muslim brothers and sisters to sit near to them, to explain to them their nonsense faith, this is enough for their mission. Do not forget that they will never stop. 

To prove this I will tell you of another case; while meeting with a colleague of mine in Prishtina, we were talking about problems and difficulties that Muslims are facing lately; about imams work; that how much do they work for his calling (da’wetit), he told me that a number of kosovars have accepted Buddhism, how did this happen? There is no doubt that internationals do not just do their administrative work, they are happy when somebody shows interest about teachings of Buddha. This is one case, another case is the activities of  “Fellowship of Lord’s People”, I swear to Allah how much these missionaries have influenced the minds of  the kosovar youth. I was invited for dinner in the neighbourhood ‘’Sunny Hill’’, while I was talking with a relative of mine, for which I didn’t doubt at all that she follows the teachings at Fellowship of Lord’s People, when I asked her why does she go there, she answered: “they explain the faith well, they teach us English, how to use computers, we have the room where we see the Jesus movie and different events, they also organise excursions in different places of  Kosova, they do not split us at all, we have fun, we drink whatever we want, they give us presents….”

You have heard about this case, so, first of all they take them away completely from our clean faith, and then fun starts, liberties, destroying of the youth, the exaggerated freedom. Are these plans without plans as the English say “ no plan good plan” that would better sound in shqip, plan without plan, but they invite our brothers into Christianity or other religions, but they do not have written plans to tell kosovars that we do not have a religion, we came here only to take you out of your religion and traditions, we came to take you out of Islam. Yes, this is the way that somebody can invite you into a religion that has no foundation, in order to argument for it we will mention the message of the head of Christian missionary organisation “Samuel Cimeri”. This is what Mr. Samuel says:

“your primary duty is to take the Muslim out of Islam, so he can become Christian without any connections with Allah, and with this without any connections with ahlakun (moral). With this your actions, you will be leading colonialism into the Muslim place.  You have prepared all intellectuals in these places that they will follow the procedures that you planned out, and that is taking Muslims out of their faith. You have educated the youth that does not want connection with Allah and doesn’t even want to know it.  In this way came the Islam generation that desires colonialism and are not interested in important issues. This generation wants comfort and laziness and tries very hard to satisfy their passions, so bad passions have become the purpose of their lives. If you learn you will learn to satisfy your passions, if you collect wealth, you collected because of passion, if you develop important centres; you develop them because of passions. Everything is sacrificed on the road to accomplish passions” (2)

How do Christian missionaries act in different places in the World? 

The scholar Ahmed Didat (Allah may have mercy on him), when he talks about missionaries, and specifically about Jehovah witnesses. By explaining the reality and the way of their establishment and development he says: “Jehovah’s Witnesses, one of the fractions form Christian groups, which was established in USA 100 years ago, they have spread their denomination in more places outside of their country. This group now is the second biggest Christian group in Nigeria, Muslim place. (3) 

He continues to explain the condition of other Islamic places, this is what he says about missionaries in Indonesia, the biggest country in the world with the Muslim religion: “….in Indonesia, a country with the biggest number of Muslims in the world, we encounter an enormous number of missionaries, there are more than 6000 missionaries, that invite people in to their faith, work non stop ( full time), and what surprises you is that they are not at all priests or pastors or servants connected with the church, in fact they are callers that spread their faith … real callers, christian communicators, they own airports with their special airplanes, it is important to mention that the number of their airplanes is more than what Indonesian Government owns. They also own ships, so they can reach other islands of Indonesia, because Indonesia has more than 2000 islands and it is very difficult to reach these places ….(4)

This was information about the success and courage of Christian missionaries, that are hitting Islam places, and what can we say about our places, especially Kosova, Albania and Macedonia? Can we compare with Nigeria and Indonesia, where the number of Islam schools, universities and scholars is enormous compared with our countries. There is a huge poverty in these places too, therefore they have found suitable places to convert Muslims to their faith. That’s what my college from Indonesia says: “ in Indonesia are a lot of divisions and arguing amongst Muslims. We have two Islam fellowships, when Ramadan comes some of them start fasting earlier and some of them later, it is the same with bajram. Indonesia is flooded from corruption and huge poverty. We have only two classes of people, very rich and enormously poor. Missionaries are directed towards the poor. They never complain about their mission; they build hospitals, houses, heal the sick, educate Muslim kids by giving them scholarships while Muslims deal with pointless issues. 

Let’s go back in Kosova. Most of these organisations didn’t close down they just grew more and more, and have gained an experience that should be mentioned. They have studied our people well, their mentality and illnesses. Is it true that these are basic elements for a successful caller?  They are not fighting to finish their faculty or masters degree for an office, or for a monthly payment, as it happens with our imams which think that Islam should be studied in order to live from it, this is really a big mistake and there is no doubt that we will be responsible for this before Allah. 

How much work was done in building religious buildings in Kosova?


Based on the facts from Muslim Fellowship in Kosova (MFK), there have been more than 200 mosques destroyed during the war in Kosova, not sparing the council of Islamic fellowship, its precious archive and bookstores. Yes, these were the damages they did to our people, not only to the MFK but to all kosovars that call themselves Muslims. Let’s have a look at churches that have been rebuilt and newly built after the war in Kosova. Whilst in Kosova we have a great need to build mosques to help with the needs of Muslims so they can fulfil their religious obligations and activities, we see a contrary activity by building non islamic buildings, statues, spending a lot of money just to give a Christian picture and to take out Islam. In our Kosova, there have many statues have been built, like the statue of Gjergj Kastriot Skenderbeu, where instead of building a mosque which was destroyed during the Communist system they brought something that never existed. Thats how ‘long distance viewers’ see it, to bring the statue of Gjergj so if after a long time somebody talks about the mosque of Junus Efendi, to say, there isn’t a chance that there was a mosque before, in front of Skenderbeu statue? Below you will see a picture of the mosque, which was next to post office, or just where National Theatre is.

Let’s stop here, why in the place of Islam, do they  bring something that never existed, isn’t this fiction for future generations. We think that history is built on lies and by enemies.

Misuse of money was also used for ‘Mother Theresa’ statue in Kosova, Albania and they even want to put her on our identity cards. This shows clearly that in Albanian lands, only missionaries dominates. If you are not convinced enough by now then what do you think about the Cathedral that is being built in Prishtina, to knock down a school and build a cathedral…. Isn’t this an act that testifies the continuity of crusades, but they are trying to do it in the peaceful manner, like peacefully! 

What would happen if they would knock down the gymnasium near the big mosque and there was built an Islam centre? Would there be a reaction from the leaders, and our population that knows nothing about what they are doing by electing these leaders? When there were mosques getting built, I have heard much talking regarding  -why all these mosques? Why they do not build schools first and then mosques? Where are these disgraceful people, why do they not speak out? Why are they not raising their voices to say first of all schools, hospitals and then cathedrals???

Dear readers, it doesn’t even come under consideration to speak that a mosque was built or a light bulb was bought from the budget of Kosova. Why do we need statues, churches, cathedrals? Who is hiding behind these initiatives? Or does this have also to do with missionaries or maybe they are missionaries but hidden by other names? It is true that there is no doubt about this? Missionaries are educated, they have a lot of knowledge about religion, places, the history of different people; among them there are soldiers, journalists, leaders, administrators, that they do not spend their time doing nothing, but they give their biggest effort for their faith’s calling.

· To visit them when we have time, because all these are all things that Mohamed did.

· To get ready to sacrifice everything, we are obliged to divide part of time, effort and wealth in order to help our Muslim brothers, first of all this should be accomplished from imams, not to live from Islam but for Islam. 

· The calling (da’wetin) not to consider as a profession, but to understand it forever that this is not a profession it is a mission whether we worked or not we will be responsible, therefore, if we work, let’s finish the job as we should, and if we leave it aside then the judgement of Allah will lead us in this world and the next one.

· Let us all be involved to protect Islam, this is what an Islam scholar says: “The Islam world today is in a great fire, therefore each one of us is obliged to quell a part of this fire.”

· Beyond all this, I advise my self and the reader to have a good purpose and honesty in work, otherwise we will gain nothing.

In the end I ask Mighty Allah to reward all Muslims in these ten days of Ramadan, specifically Albanian brothers wherever they are. To protect them from missionaries and their traps planned against us.
