On Tuesday, August 13, 2019, at 3:30 PM, in the parish Conference Room our parish Conference
Members will have their next meeting to evaluate our ongoing work and also to draw upon any other
parishioners and friends that would like to assist our work either as full Members or as Associate
Members. The difference is that regular Members assist our work as needed to meet and assist the poor
and disadvantaged of our community. Associate Members assist the Society by lending a hand

occasionally as needed or as they are available. It can be for an hour or two of work or to assist with
special tasks or projects undertaken by our Conference during a program year. That effort is guided by
the availability and capability of those who volunteer their efforts to our work.

The standard/signature work of our Members is visiting the homes of the poor to hear from them of their
needs and jointly exploring options and assistance that can be rendered to them. Other clients or
“friends” (as we address them) prefer to come to the security and confidentiality of our parish office to
discuss their needs and the help we may be able to give them. At the same time we have many projects
or undertakings that only require occasional help of an hour or two to take clothing and small furniture
and household goods from our office to the closest SVDP Thrift Store in Addison. Or it could be that we
need a few minutes of correspondence work or to complete some of the paperwork or project planning
that is regularly needed. There are also times when we need transportation help for some individuals
who need to shop or complete medical appointments. All of these are opportunities for you to step up

and lend a hand to the work of the poor.

OR you can help us by dining anytime at Anyways Ristorante in Oakbrook Terrace, save a copy of the
meal receipt, and drop it in the box in front of the Church for a fine percentage rebate donation for our
Conference work. Anything you can do can be a source of help to our work. Think it over and join us

with your time, your work, and especially your prayers.
