When is the Church open? UPDATE FROM LAST WEEK!

Our Parish Office is open Monday—Friday from 9 a.m.— 2 p.m. Currently, the main entrance is locked so we can better
monitor who is in the building at any given time. Simply press the buzzer button on the left wall and Lynda or Tina will be
able to let you in.

Effective Monday, August 3rd, weekday Mass will resume Monday through Friday at 12 Noon. The Church opens
at 11:30 a.m. For Weekend Masses, the Church will open at 3:15 p.m. on Saturdays for Confessions as well for the
4 p.m. Mass. For Sunday, the Church will open at 7:30 a.m. for the 8 a.m. Mass and at 9:30 a.m. for the 10 a.m. Mass.

Do I still need to register for a ticket to attend Mass?

Until further notice, please continue to register for Masses by going to our parish website or by calling the parish
office during regular office hours. The purpose of registration is to keep to our current capacity numbers as well as a
tool to provide for tracing in the event someone does get sick. We have had a parish in the Diocese of Joliet have to
shutdown temporarily due to someone who contracted the virus. The information provided is kept for a month and then is
destroyed. To speed up the registration process, please do your best to register online. Registration is open until one
hour before each Mass. Step by step directions are now available on the parish website. A good way to know if your
registration is complete is to check your e-mail as soon as you register. If you do NOT receive a confirmation e-mail
within five (5) minutes, your registration was not completed properly. Pre-registration will significantly speed up
the check-in process.

New Cleaning Process to begin Saturday, August 1st!

Thank you to our volunteers who have been on our Cleaning team. Without them, we would not be sitting in Church to-
day. Up until this point every pew and surface touched has had to of been disinfected after each Mass. Moving forward
we have purchased a Fogger which will sanitize the air, as well as hard and soft surfaces. The cleaning will now be done
by parish staff. The entire Church can now be sanitized in a matter of 10-15 minutes.

Can | sit where | want in Church? UPDATED FROM LAST WEEK!

Since a Fogger was purchased, it will now change our seating process. As you come into Church you will be directed to
sit in a section and you will get to select the pew that you go to. However, the pews that are blocked off are to remain
as-is. To help assist you where to sit in a pew, colored tape will be placed throughout the pew for proper social distance.
Household may sit closer together, otherwise, you are to sit distantly.

Today’s Gospel Reading

Jesus' blessing brought abundance from the meager provisions of the disciples. In this action, Jesus offers us a
sign of the Kingdom of Heaven that he has been teaching about in the parables. A feast results from the
smallest of portions—remember the mustard seed and the yeast. In this miracle we witness an example for
Christian life and ministry. Even the smallest of offerings can produce abundant results when placed in the
service of the Kingdom of Heaven.

We find the story of Jesus' multiplication of the loaves and the fish in each of the four Gospels. In the Gospels
of Mark and Matthew, Jesus performs this same miracle on two separate occasions. The story of this miracle
is an anticipation of the Eucharist in which we are fed by the abundant grace of God. The importance of the
Eucharist has been a defining element of Christian life from the very beginning.
