New product:

 “Slix Aqua Seal” will be making its debut this month as an awesome clear that was developed specifically for the water park industry. Some of you may remember the Matrix MS-25 clear that was sold exclusively by The Paint Spot. Due to raw material costs and the fact that we were the only distributors (Globally) of that product, Matrix decided to halt the sale of that product. This is not to say that they will never manufacture it again, just not at this time. This decision really hit us hard as we had a pretty good customer base for the product and actually had back ordered sales pending. We were, are, and will always be dedicated and loyal distributors for Matrix and it is with “heavy hearts” that we go forth with the new version.

I decided to work with one of our other suppliers to see what, if anything could be done. One particular supplier decided to take on the challenge (name to remain anonymous for obvious reasons). Their (my) goal was to come up with a product that was at the very least as good as the MS-25. The results are…………this new product is actually better in several ways than its predecessor. It is still priced about the same ($161.75 / kit), it’s still a 2:1, it’s still extremely flexible, and it’s still got awesome resistance to chemicals, salt, chlorine, acids, and U.V.

Here’s what’s better about the “Aqua Seal”: It has a slow, medium, and a fast hardener as opposed to the standard MSH-26 that came with the MS-25. This alone gives the Aqua Seal more versatility. Also, the MS-25 would “yellow” in the cup when it cured for a few days. This implied that the product might yellow on the painted work although I’ve never heard any complaints of it actually doing so.


We tested the product at Slix as well as in the field and the results were outstanding. The initial order was relatively small and quickly sold out, but we have since re-stocked and are ready to fill orders. I can tell you that since this product was so much more versatile, most of our sales were to boat and motor home customers. Boats are easy to understand, but the motor home shops were applying it to the front ends to prevent paint chipping. This was first experimented with at Slix when we coated the front end of a modified Nissan 240 SX for the same reason. It is not recommended that this clear be buffed, which is alright for Slix as we rarely buff our vehicles anyway. If you have to buff your work, it wasn’t put on correctly!
Here’s some of the features: Excellent durability, resistant to gasoline, acid washes, brake fluid, acid rain,UV rays, and retains a high degree of gloss. It can be applied over any of the standard base coat systems on the market and works over our single stage NorthStar as well. It can be applied in a variety of conditions such as temperature and humidity.
 As always, anyone wanting to try this new product only has to ask and we will provide you with a FREE sample! Just ask for it by name…….”Slix Aqua Seal”.
Foot Note: The name “Slix” was used primarily because it’s “us”, but you have to admit………..it’s a cool name! “Aqua Seal” because that’s exactly what it does!

Roberlo Products:


A couple of years ago I attended a trade show and was amazed at a product that seemed to have a good “fit” in the way we do body work. This product was a version of body filler that offered different characteristics than its competitors in that, the need for glazing putty was eliminated. Now as most of you already know, I was never a fan of glazing putty in the first place, and rarely ever use it. As for the vast majority of you, you’ve been taught to use putty as a final step before you prime your work, and that’s where this product comes in. Because of the way the Roberlo fillers are made, the filler actually finishes out as if you’ve used glazing putty. This product sands beautifully and with much finer grits than you’re now using. Recommended grits: not coarser than 100 to 180 to cut and 180 to 240 to finish. There is better flow with this product which eliminates “pockets” and pin holes, and because you use finer grits to finish it, you get to the primer stage a lot faster than you would if you used conventional filler and glaze.

Here’s the best part: if you take our most cost effective body filler and glazing putty, add them together, the Roberlo comes out cheaper! This is the reason The Paint Spot is onboard with these products, and is an excellent reason for you to try it!


There are several products to choose from, but here’s the condensed list: “Maxilight” (for filling shallow areas) “Maxifill” (for filling deeper areas) “Futura Glass” (a fiberglass reinforced finishing putty that is both structural as well as cosmetic), “MasticPlast” ( designed for repairing any type of plastic. Grey in color to match OEM bumper finishes. Fiberglass particles are ground and added blended into the formula which make this product especially smooth and easy to use). “ResinPlast” ( filler reinforced with fiber glass, again, the glass is part of the formula which makes this product easy to spread making it unlike any other product on the market).
All these products are H2o compatible. They are all unique to the industry and compare to nothing you’ve ever used. They are all extremely user friendly and cost effective. They are all “high end” European technology.

History:

· At least thirty- five years old

Eligibility for holding the office of President and Vise President were modified by subsequent amendments:

· The twelfth Amendment (1804) requires the Vise President must meet all of the qualifications of being a President.

· The twenty second Amendment (1951) prevents a President from being elected more than twice.Rationale the purpose of the natural born citizen clause is to protect the nation from foreign influence. Alexander Hamilton, a Convention delegate from New York, wrote in Federalist No. 68 about the care that must be taken in selecting the president: "Nothing was more to be desired than that every practicable obstacle should be opposed to cabal, intrigue, and corruption. These most deadly adversaries of republican government might naturally have been expected to make their approaches from more than one querter, but chiefly from the desire in foreign powers to gain an improper ascendant in our councils."[5] St. George Tucker, an early federal judge, wrote in 1803 that the natural born citizen clause is "a happy means of security against foreign influence", and that "The admission of foreigners into our councils, consequently, cannot be too much guarded against."[6] Delegate Charles Pinckney of South Carolina said in a speech before the Senate, "to insure experience and attachment to the country, they have determined that no man who is not a natural born citizen, or citizen at the adoption of the Constitution, of fourteen years residence, and thirty-five years of age, shall be eligible."[7]
