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Curriculum and Assessment Policy
This Policy informs practice in delivering the curriculum at the Twixus Childcare Centre.  Our learning structure closely follows the non-statutory curriculum guidance published as ‘Development Matters for the early years foundation stage’ September 2020 Revised July 2021.

Introduction 
Development Matters guides, but does not replace, professional judgement. The curriculum consists of everything you want children to experience, learn and be able to do. 

Twixus values and promotes the following -  

· Accurate and proportionate assessment is vital. 

· Informed decisions about what a child needs to learn and be able to do next.
· Teachers using professional knowledge to help children make progress without needing to record lots of unnecessary information. 

· A deeper knowledge and understanding of concepts before moving on. 

·  Every child making progress with the right support. 
· The use of observation checkpoints which can help you to notice whether a child is at risk of falling behind. 
· Monitoring a child’s progress closely and quickly making the right decisions about what sort of extra help is needed.
· Regular dialogue with parents to understand the child better to support learning at Twixus and at home within the family. Health colleagues, like health visitors or speech and language therapists, offer vital support to this work. Foundation Stage are statutory from September 2021. They will help you to improve outcomes for all children, especially disadvantaged children. 
· Putting early language at the heart of a broad curriculum.
· Spending more time with the children to improve outcomes and help close the gap for disadvantaged children. 
· Language is the foundation of children’s thinking and learning. 
· A strong focus on communication, is good for every child.  It is especially positive for disadvantaged children. 
· Prioritising time to help children who are struggling with their learning.
· Children need opportunities to develop their own play and independent exploration. 
· Adults that ‘scaffold’ learning by giving just enough help to achieve something they could not do independently. Helping children to think, discuss and plan ahead. These are ways of helping children to develop the characteristics of effective learning. 
· Adults providing extra help when a child is functioning in the an earlier stage of development than expected. 
· Developing good communication skills by listening to and having conversations with our early learners. 
Seven key features of effective practice
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The three characteristics of effective teaching and learning are: 

· playing and exploring – children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’ 
· active learning – children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties, and enjoy achievements, 
· creating and thinking critically – children have and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas, and develop strategies for doing things

Communication and language 

Twixus promotes the following - 

· The development of children’s spoken language underpins all seven areas of learning and development. 

· Children’s back-and-forth interactions from an early age form the foundations for language and cognitive development. 

· The number and quality of the conversations they have with adults and peers throughout the day in a language-rich environment is crucial. 
· Commenting on what children are interested in or doing, and echoing back what they say with new vocabulary added, practitioners will build children’s language effectively.
English as an additional language
Speaking more than one language has lots of advantages for children. Children will learn English from a strong foundation in their home language. It is important that families use their home language for linguistic as well as cultural reasons.  Twixus will find out about what language children speak at home and will try and learn a few key words and celebrate multilingualism.
Rationale 

The amended Early Years Foundation Stage (2021) non-statutory supports practitioners in implementing requirements needed from birth to the end of the child’s Reception year. 

Early childhood education is founded by a strong tradition which regards play, language and communication as essential to learning and development.  Adults promote progress best when they spend time getting to know the child. The Adult will provide excellent opportunities for learning and discovery. The adult will allow the child to make decisions, take risks and be independent but will also have support mechanisms in place when extra help is needed to take the next developmental steps. 
Curriculum Delivery 
We use a child-based approach to learning so that every child is encouraged and supported to achieve their own personal best outcomes.  There is a balance of both adult led and child initiated activities within the setting. The children are taught within small groups, in pairs or individually depending on their individual needs and learning styles. The children’s achievements are celebrated on our ‘Achievement Walls’ and ‘Next Steps’ are carefully designed to be obtainable and rewarding. This form of monitoring and assessment is ongoing, not arduous and self-affirming for the child and the adults involved. The information is gathered organically in wall displays so that every person around the child can see what the child can do and what we are working towards. It’s then transferred into a learning journal which can be shared with other agencies helping in the development of the child, such as parent and learning support specialists.    
Twixus has 4 main developmental departments – Baby, Toddler, Nursery and Pre-school. The New framework outlines guidance on stage related developmental goals that the children should work towards. Twixus has organised these in to ‘Milestones’ that each department can be responsible for. Key people will support and facilitate learnings in achieving and recording the Milestones. Progress will be celebrated and next steps will be taken so that continuous progress can be maintained  
No child is the same, this is why our Key People create activities and experiences that the children can access throughout the week both in and out of the classroom. When a Key Person leads an activity, it is because they have something specific that they want to teach the children. This then means that the children have the opportunity to learn a variety of skills and behaviours.  Children requiring extra support will be identified and an education plan will be executed.  (see milestone resources in the glossary) 
Moderation

Milestones will be highlighted in learning journals. All adults around the child can check this at any time. 

Some children require extra support in either a small group or one to one to help them make progress. Parents will be informed if a child is not at the expected level and will receive extra support. This extra support is recorded on an Individual Education Plan which is monitored by the Key Person and Senco.

Glossary of Practices in place to promote the new Development Matters Strategy

DISPLAYS FOR EVERY ROOM

1) ACHIEVEMENTS WALL

This contains a section for each child where photos and comments can be posted each month – The photos and comments will be collected and stuck in the child’s learning journal when new achievements replace the old. They do not have to be related to goals – They should be things that you notice.
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2) OUR NEXT STEPS Display 
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Each child has an area on this display that will have comments on what the child is working towards achieving – These will be ticked and stuck into learning journals when the achievement has been met. The display should contain the age-related statements but the achievements can be anything that is relevant to child’s personal progress
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3) RULES DIPLAY
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All short and clear rules – Good for behaviour and text learning – Every room should use and display these –flash cards / visual aid cards are available too

4) Milestones Display in all room to reinforce teacher knowledge and learner goals
