 GENERAL COSTUME NOTES: 

• Please label ALL pieces of your child’s costume.  Including tights and shoes! 

• NO underwear.  NO jewelry.  NO nail polish. 

• Hairnets must be used for those who will wear a bun for the revue.  A bun hairstyle requires multiple bobby pins and hair 

gel/spray to maintain a tidy bun.  For girls with shorter hair a ‘donut’ may be used to create a bun.  Please watch this

• Makeup should be applied heavily due to lighting. Browns, plums, and pinks look best from stage. 

•  Please make sure that bows on ballet shoes are tucked in and that there are NO bows on your child’s tap shoes (jazz tap 

shoestrings acceptable).  If they are patent leather-they must be changed to black elastic.

Costume:  leotard with attached tutu- take out of the bag and 
hang upside down to allow the tutu to fluff back 
up 

Tights:  Suntan 
Shoes:  black taps 
Hair:  Low Bun 
Headband:  secure with barrettes or pins to ensure it will not 

fall out while dancing 
Gloves 
Choker:  tie in a bow at the back of the neck, safety pin if 

necessary to ensure it will stay tied while dancing 
 

Boys: Dalmatian shirt: tuck into shorts 
Black shorts 
Bow tie: secure so it will not fall off while dancing 
headband ears: secure so it will not fall off while dancing 
tail: safety pin to black shorts 
Black taps 
 “Chapel of Love” - Ballet 

Costume:  leotard with attached tutu- take out of the bag and hang 

upside down to allow the tutu to fluff back up 

Tights:  tan 

Shoes:  pink ballets  

Hair:  high bun 

Hairpiece:  secure with barrettes or pins to front of bun to ensure it 

will not fall out while dancing 

 

Boys:   All-in-one suit: either cut or hem legs to proper length.
