Diocese of Joliet Announces Appointment of New Bishop, Most Reverend 
Ronald A. Hicks   07/17/2020 Joliet, IL 
 
Pope Francis today announced that he has named Bishop Ronald A. Hicks, Vicar General 
of the Archdiocese of Chicago, as the sixth Bishop of the Catholic Diocese of Joliet, IL. 
Pope Francis had previously accepted the resignation of Bishop Emeritus R. Daniel Conlon 
and had named Bishop Richard E. Pates as Apostolic Administrator of the diocese until a 
new bishop could be appointed. 

Bishop Hicks, 52, will be installed at the Cathedral of St. Raymond Nonnatus in Joliet, Ill. 
on September 29, 2020. 

"The Diocese of Joliet is most grateful to Pope Francis for the appointment of Bishop Ronald Hicks as its 
sixth bishop,” said Bishop Pates. “The bishop owns a reputation for pastoral leadership and is totally  
committed to the ongoing renewal of the Catholic Church. He is a worthy successor to Bishop Conlon and his 
predecessors."

Dear Parishioners and Friends of Ascension of Our Lord Parish, 

As I sit down to write this, it has been approximately four months since we produced a weekly parish bulletin.  Please  
allow me a few moments to touch base on a few items. 

Parish Bulletin 
For those of you who look at our parish website or receive our parish e-mails, you have received various information in 
the newsletter format.  Moving forward we will be attaching our parish bulletin to the weekly parish e-mail where we will 
highlight a few items while the rest of the parish information will be found in the bulletin.  Paper copies of the bulletin will 
be available outside of the Church entrance for when you leave. We ask that the Church bulletins not be brought into 
Church.  We also ask that if you touch the bulletin, it is yours to keep.  Please do not put the copy that you touched back. 

When is the Church open? 
Our Parish Office is open Monday—Friday from 9 a.m.— 2 p.m.  Currently, the main entrance is locked so we can better  
monitor who is in the building at any given time.  Simply press the buzzer button on the left wall and Lynda or Tina will be 
able to let you in. 

For Weekday Mass, the Church will open at 11:30 a.m. on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays.  

For Weekend Masses, the Church will open at 3:15 p.m. on Saturdays for Confessions and for the 4 p.m. Mass.  For  
Sunday, the Church will open at 7:30 a.m. for the 8 a.m. Mass & at 9:30 a.m. for the 10 a.m. Mass. 

Do I still need to register for a ticket to attend Mass? 
Until further notice, please continue to register for Masses by going to our parish website or by calling the parish office 
during regular office hours.  The purpose of registration is to keep to our current capacity numbers as well as a tool to  
provide for tracing in the event someone does get sick.  We have had a parish in the Diocese of Joliet have to shutdown 
temporarily due to someone who contracted the virus.  The information provided is kept for a month and then is  
destroyed.   To speed up the registration process, please do your best to register online.  Registration is open until one 
hour before each Mass. 

Can I sit where I want in Church? 
No, please allow the Greeter to sit you in a certain seat.  We ask that if you are the first one in your pew to please sit in 
the middle so the ends are open for others to occupy.  Safe distance needs to be continually observed.  Having specific 
areas to sit also allows those who clean after each Mass to know what areas that need to be cleaned and what areas do 
not.   As long as we continue to gather to celebrate the Eucharist, there is not a bad seat in the house of our Lord! 

When are Confessions offered? 
Currently, Father Jose is hearing Confessions every Thursday from 11:30 a.m. - 12 p.m. and on Saturdays from 3:15 p.m.
—4 p.m.  Since our Confessionals are too small, we have quartered off a part of our parish hall where we have made a 
temporary confessional.  A screen is up for those who would like to use it or you can go face to face.  Regardless of the 
way you participate in the Sacrament, you are asked to stand and to only sit if necessary. 

THANK YOU REOPEN VOLUNTEERS! 
Please be sure to thank our volunteers who help us all to keep safe.  These volunteers are Greeters at the registration 
table and who sit you in Church, Cleaners who take a lot of time after Mass to disinfect for the next use, and those who 
setup to make sure we have our supplies ready to go.  Without these volunteers, we would not be able to gather.  If you 
are interested in helping, please let me know.

Our Conference in a Time of Pandemic 

To say nothing has happened since we last sent you a note in this bulletin would be a total withdrawal from the 
world around us.  As people across this world and in this country have faced Covid-19 and the dangers it poses 
to everyone, so too our volunteer Members have had to adjust and carefully step forward to continue to help 
those in need in the communities around us.  Face masks, rubber gloves, social or personal distancing,            
disinfectants, frequent hand washing and staying in fresh outdoor air as much as possible are the order of our 
day.  Staying at home as much as possible versus visiting the homes of the poor and bringing them food and   
material help have become the “new normal” of our service planning.  However, that has not slowed us at all as 
our Members continue to help the poor and disadvantaged of our community.  We have been forced to use the    
telephone and internet exchanges with those we serve to define exactly what their needs are and how we can 
best serve them in the viral world we all now live. Providing food and gas cards, checks delivered to meet their 
bills from landlords and utility suppliers, and some words of comfort now are done on parking lots in the open 
air and with social distancing and masks.  The method is different but the help remains much the same.  Many 
just want to talk to another human being besides their family and pets. Some are scared, some are angry, some 
are uncertain of what they must do next. But always we seem to see the face of Christ in those we attempt to 
help. 
 
Since the last parish bulletin in which we had a note, the Easter Alms Cup collection date has passed although 
quite a few brought their cups and donations to the parish center.  We thank you all for remembering our work 
and needs even though your concerns were perhaps focused on the unknown as we all were faced with a serious 
health threat.  Your contributions have aided us to keep our work going even though we were unable to directly 
thank you “at Church” or in person.  In future bulletins we hope we are able to describe better what our work 
now is in this new environment and how your help can be directed in ways that you wish.  Our Thrift Stores are 
slowly and cautiously reopening and our Member meetings will in the near future remain virtual or                
teleconference gatherings.  We would like all of you to consider joining our work and bringing your ideas on 
how we can assist those that need our support especially to move forward safely in this time of Covid-19. We 
thank you for all you have done to support us in the past and to keep us in mind as our work with the             
disadvantaged continues.
