We are    
currently looking at several pieces of land with an idea to construct a relatively 
simple church building. Please pray that God will give us wisdom and guidance as 
we make a decision. My sending pastor plans to come down to Grenada in early 
February to help us assess the situation and options that may be available. Pray 
for us as we continue to serve the Lord in the island country of Grenada.
