Deare Padre,

My son and his wife attend a Christian church because they
like the minister and the upbeat service. My son was raised
Catholic and still claims he is Catholic, even though he
does’'t go to a Catholic church. I feel frustrated by the whole
affair!

our frustration is certainly shared by many parents and grandparents
Ytoday. They raised their children Catholic, even sent them to Catholic
schools, but their adult children are less disciplined about their faith practices.
Recent surveys onreligion showed -
that 80 percent of Americans say they
believe in God, and 75 percent consider
spirituality important in their lives.
But this doesn’t mean they commit to
religious practices. About 60 percent of
Catholics questioned attend religious
services only once or twice a month, or
never. Many are interested in exploring
different teachings and attending different churches. The loyalty to the
Church and its disciplines that was evident in our own lives, or in our parents’
and grandparents’ lives, is often lacking in today’s under-fifty-five crowd.
What can one do about this? The traditional method is to pray for your
children while continuing to set an example through your own loyalty to the
Catholic Church—including attendance at Sunday Mass and observance of
other Church disciplines. It would be good to invite your son and his wife to
attend church with you when they are visiting. As we age, we often become
more religious and traditional. We may become more interested in our family’s
history, photos, and traditions. The religion of our childhood maybegin
to appear very attractive again. Be patient and continue to pray that your
children will return to the Church of their roots.

Babies In The Womb Are “Pre-Born”... Not Unborn

Well chosen words have power.

Consider how the pro-abortion advocates marketed and sold their endorsement of abortion. It is not
called pro-murder. It is called pro-choice. They appealed to the current culture’s mentality; a mentality that
we have been exhibiting since the 1960s. We live in a cafeteria culture. Everyone wants choices. We want to
pick and choose our morality. Everyone wants to feel empowered in making their own decisions, right or
wrong; moral relativism. Thus, the Madison Avenue advertising gurus cleverly chose pro-choice in
promoting death, but also in concealing the truth; pro-murder. As for images? Oh, they definitely don’t want
you to see those, and refuse to show them in any of their promotions or campaigns.

The term "unborn” creates a problem, because it is somewhat vague. It gives the reader or listener an image
of someone who is not born and perhaps, never will be. For example, a couple might talk about their future
"unborn children” they are planning to have one day, but do not exist as of yet. Pre-born, on the other hand,
gives an image of someone who is already in existence, and is waiting to be born. It gives a more human and
realistic description of the baby developing right here and now. It describes a very real person who is living
and breathing in the present — not the future.

Therefore, with the knowledge and scientific understanding that life begins at fertilization, and that we are
living human beings in the womb, why don’t we all use the reference preborn? If we support life, and
acknowledge that a child deserves our respect, support and protection while waiting comfortably in the womb
until the birth process, why not give them the dignity they deserve and refer to them as preborn? Let’s
proclaim life accurately. Because now that we know the truth, referring to them as anything less is not only

unkind, it is also uninformed.
