Our security camera project is just about complete! $187,000
New security cameras have been installed throughout
our campus. By the end of the month, signage will be
added around campus letting those who enter our
property know that we will be recording for the safety of
all. $97,215
An electronic lock system has been installed on the
exterior parts of our campus. In the coming weeks, we
will be re-keying the interior doors. It has been YEARS
since the campus has been re-keyed. Once the
re-keying takes place, the electronic locks will be
activated.

In our changing times, we want everyone to be as safe as possible by being proactive with
these necessary safety and security updates.

Heating and Air Conditioning Update

As of this writing, Hayes Mechanical is waiting on a couple more pieces of equipment before
the nine rooftop units are replaced. It will be communicated to you once we know when the
work will be completed. I have been told it will take approximately one week for removal
and installation of the new high efficiency units. I thank you in advance for your
understanding of any inconvenience this project may cause. It will be wonderful to have Air
Conditioning in the Narthex again!
