Purpose:  To provide a single year scholarship to one deserving Hanover Central High School graduating senior born a preemie (born prematurely, weighing less than 5 pounds at birth) or intending to pursue a health-related course of study at either a college/university or other post-secondary educational institution.

Award Components: One scholarship will be awarded to one Hanover Central High School graduating senior in the amount of $2,000 selected by the Nathan C. Splant Foundation Scholarship Committee.

Criteria:

· Applicants must be a graduating Hanover Central High School senior in the year of the award.

· Applicants must have a GPA of 2.5 or higher at the time of application

· Applicants must intend to pursue a health-related course of study post-high school OR be born a preemie (weighing less than 5 pounds at birth).

· Two letters of recommendations from choice of high school teacher/mentor, administrators, counselors, employers, or individual with significant knowledge of applicant’s experience and involvement.

· An official and recent high school transcript with cumulative grade point average.
