GENERAL COSTUME NOTES: 
 Please label ALL pieces of your child’s costume.  Including tights and shoes! 

 NO underwear.  NO jewelry.  NO nail polish. 

 Hairnets must be used for those who will wear a bun for the revue.  A bun hairstyle requires multiple bobby pins and hair gel/spray to 

maintain a tidy bun.  For girls with shorter hair a ‘donut’ may be used to create a bun.  Please watch this video for ways to make a

 Makeup should be applied heavily due to lighting. Browns, plums, and pinks look best from stage. 

  Please make sure that bows on ballet shoes are tucked in and that there are NO bows on your child’s tap shoes (jazz tap shoestrings 

acceptable).  If they are patent leather-they must be changed to black elastic.
