Our Kappa “Katastrophe” at headquarters highlighted our need to grow and sustain financial growth. The
perseverance of our Executive Director Marilyn Bridges and the National Executive Committee Members
along with our attorney enabled us to reach a settlement with our insurance company for damages incurred
due to the sewer back up in the basement at headquarters. The settlement was $22,750 plus $2,417 to
recover expenses paid out for damage and repairs as well as air quality tests and mold removal.

Kappa is now in the process of repairs to headquarters’ living room ceiling and Marilyn’s office. Requested
quotes and expenditures for this work was approved so that we can be fully functional at Kappa
Headquarters by our March Business Meeting. The damage to Kappa Headquarters has been our number
one priority and we are thankful that we have been successful in reaching a settlement with the insurance
company. The following photos show the ceiling in the living room in the process of being replaced after the
mold removal and photos from the basement area showing repairs completed.
