Dear Padre,

With the recent canonization of Pope Paul VI,
is the trend now for popes to canonize their last
few predecessors?

f the 266 popes in history, more than eighty are saints, including the

early martyrs and later luminaries like Leo the Great (440-461) and
Gregory the Great (590-604). However, only a handful of this number have
been canonized in the last thousand years: Celestine V (1294), who resigned
after five months in office, was canonized in
1313; Pius V (1566-1572) was canonized in
1712; and Pius X (1903-1914) was canonized
in 1954. In fact, Pius X was the last pope to be
declared a saint until a wave of canonizations
in recent years added other twentieth-century
popes to that number: John XXIII (1958-1963)
and John Paul IT (1978-2005) were made saints
during the same ceremony in April 2014, and
Paul VI (1963-1978) was canonized in October
2018. Moreover, two popes from the last
century are now declared Venerable: Pope Pius
XII (1939-1958) and John Paul I (1978). These
join at least a dozen other popes of earlier centuries who are at various stages in
the canonization process.

Popes are not automatic candidates for sanctity. They, like the rest, must

be investigated for doctrinal orthodoxy, heroic virtues, and miraculous
intercession after death. In addition, Benedict XIV (1740-1758) specified
that they should also be measured for their “zeal for the preservation and
propagation of the Catholic faith, for the encouragement and restoration of
ecclesiastical discipline, and the defense of the rights of the Apostolic See”
(translated from De Servorum Dei).

Ilinois Bishops Warn Against
Extreme Abortion Legislation in General Assembly

As Thinots faces so many pressing 1ssues involving human hife and digrity, it 1s immcomprehensible that our elected
officials have decided the pressing issue of the dayis to enhance the chances that the lives of the most vulnerable
and voiceless will be taken. Their efforts, similar to recent actions in New York and Virginia, focus on corrupting
cur God-given right to hife and sowing unnecessary division

House Bill 2495 and Senate Bill 1942, misnamed the Reproductive Health Act, nclude so many harmful
provisions the full effect of these bills can hardly be imagined. We know the legislation:

seeks to define abortion as health care and a fundamental right;

remaoves abortion clinies from a regulatory framewerk designed for significant medical procedures;
attacks a carefully constructed agreement in law on how hospitals care for the victims of sexual assaulty
repeals the ban on partial birth abortion;

repeals legal protections for doctors and hospitals who decline to participate in abortions;

requires private health insurance in Illinois to fully cover the cost of abortiony

removes the requirement that enly doctors can perform abortions;

as well as many other changes that in totality require us to treat abortion as a celebrated right instead of a
heart-wrenching tragedsy.

Abortion is not health care. It 1s the mtentional taking of innocent and defenseless human life. Moreover,
provisions in the law that allow healtheare providers to live and work in accordance with their sincerely-held moral
beliefs are not wrong, Freedom of religion and conscience protections are fundamental rights, enshrined i our
state and federal constitutions, and they must be respected.

House Bill 2467 and Senate Bill 1594 seck to repeal the Parental MNotice of Abortion Act. This law, which has
been in statute since 1995 and enforced since 2013, ensures parents are invalved in profound medical decisions
involving their children. Every other state bordenng [hineis — Wisconsm, Indiana, Kentucky, Missoun and Iowa —
requires at least parental notification. [tis a broadly-supported, reasonable safeguard that allows parents to properly
exercise love and care for their children. Cur government should support families, not undermine them.

Opposition to these bills do not require one to assume a pro-life political positon Opposition should be the
natural result of applying reason, fairmess and a basic respect for human dignity to the examination of their contents.
We cannot further devalue human life to the extent proposed in this legislation without dire consequences for
ourselves.

We hope to lead all people of goodwill to tise up and be heard in opposition to these terrible efferts. Accordingly,
in the days ahead, we will be distributing more information and calls to action. Today, we ask for your prayers and
support as you certainly have ours.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING MASS INTENTIONS
EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY

In accordance with Bishop Conlon’s decree, “parishes may not accept intentions which
cannot be satisfied within a year”, a Mass Intention request for any time in January,
February or mid-March, 2020 can now be accepted. However, for example, a Mass
Intention request for the date April 1, 2020 cannot be accepted until April 1, 2019, etc.

Requests will be honored on a first come, first serve basis, in person at the parish office
during normal office hours. Requests may also be submitted, along with payment, via US
Mail. As usual, the suggested $10.00 stipend, as determined by diocesan policy, is to
accompany each Mass request. We ask that no more than three Mass Intentions be
requested at one time or within a 3-month period.
